Diez-Caballero is a family-owned winery located in the Rioja Alavesa sub-region
in the town of Elciego. Currently managed by Dofia Maria Victoria and her son
Antonio, the winery has been in the family for generations. The winery is pro-
ducing their ultra-premium red wines from a precise selection of grapes coming
from 24.5ha of estate owned vineyards, where the average age of the vines is
45-60 years old. Only 80,000 total bottles were produced of this wine in 2004,
a vintage year rated by the Rioja regional government as ‘excelente’.

Diez-Caballero’s 2009 Barrel-Fermented Viura was sourced

from 40-year-old vines and spent 6 months in French oak on
the lees with periodic batonnage.
It possesses excellent clarity and focus in its mineral and melon

-accented fruit. Smooth-textured from the oak aging, it is
nicely balanced and savory with the oak well-integrated. This
lengthy effort is an outstanding value for drinking over the
next 3-4 years.
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
